Short Guide to the Bible display and printing tips
Viewing:  These PDF versions should display correctly on all computers and are easy to use.  However, to see the Chinese characters in the Chinese and bilingual versions, you will need the Chinese fonts installed on your computer.  You can do a google search on “Chinese fonts” o find free Chinese fonts if your computer lacks them.  
Printing:  When you go to “Print” from Adobe Reader, under “Page Scaling”, select, “None”.  Otherwise the columns will print off center.  
For correct front-to-back printing, print first the odd pages, then flip them over top to bottom, stick them back in your printer and print the even pages on their backs.   (Under “Print Range”, choose “odd pages only” then “even pages only”.)  Make one test copy to make sure everything lines up correctly.  
Printing the bilingual booklet version: Print all pages front-to-back (see above).  Then fold all the pages in half to make the booklet.  If you have access to a stapler that can do this, staple the booklet in the middle with two staples.  These types of staplers are often found in Church offices.
